Let me draw your attention to the appraisal of the Commission of th e overall regulatory 
and oversight capability of the authorities of the Repub lic Of Moldova. The letter of 
recital 50 of Commission Regulation (Be) 78712007 of 4 July 2007, which I attach to thi s 
corr espondence for your perusal, states that the Commission considered that no 
M oldo van carri ers had to be included in the Community list , in the ligh t of the vari ous 
measures taken by the civil aviation authorities of the Rep ub lic of Moldova. The 
measures which your authority took have been acknowledged by the Commiss ion and 
reflected in th e text of recitals 47 to 49 of the said Regulation: 

-- the wi thdraw al of the Air Operator's Certificates of eight carriers (Valan International 
Cargo Charter , Aeronord Group, Grixona, Jet Line International, Jet Stream, Pecotox 
Air. Aeroportul International Marculest , and Tirarnavia) . Fo r these carri ers it was 
assessed tha t the civil aviation authorities of the Republic of Moldova could not 
implement and enforce the relevant safety standards in accordance with the obligatio ns 
under the Chicago Convention; 
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it was also assessed that the AOCs of the above-mentioned carriers had been issued in 
contravention to th e requirement of Annex 6 to the Chicago Convention, because the 
carriers did not have their principal place ofbusiness in the Republic of Moldova. 

- The submission of a corrective action plan aimed at addressing all safety ov ersight 
defi ciencies identified during the fact-finding mission conducted by a team of 
Eur opean experts from 4 to 8 June 2007. To this regard, your authority submitted a 
finalised action plan on 3 September 2007, which is at present being analysed by 
experts from ED Member States and EASA, as well as by my services. 

- The commitment of your authority not to issue any further AOCs until satisfactory 
impl ementation of the corrective action plan and to consult for such purpose the 
Commission . 

In 'view of all the above, I would like to underline that, while the identified safety 
deficiencies have not been fully redressed. should any new AOC be issued or any old one 
restored the Commission shall propose the inclusion of the carriers concerned in Annex 
A of Regulation (EC) 474/2006 establishing the Community list of air carriers which are 
subject to an operating ban within the Community.
