Dear Sir, 

The Air Safety Committee met to examine this issue from 19 to 21 November 2007 in 
Brussels whereby the Civil Aviation Authority of the Republic of Moldova made an oral 
submission to the Committee on 20 November. 

On 28 November 2007 the European Commission formally adopted a Regulation 
amending Regulation 474/2006 BC establishing the list of air carriers which are subject 
to an operating ban within the Community. 

is Regulation shall bepublished in the Official Journal of the European Communities 
on 29 November 2007 and will enter into force the next day, on 30 November 2007. For 
your information, it may be accessed on the following website:

By this letter, I wish to inform you that after considering the opinion delivered by the Air 
Safety Committee, the Commission has 'reviewed the corrective action plan of the 
competent authorities of the Republic of Moldova which has been submitted on 3 
September 2007 and it bas taken note of the status of its implementation. The submitted 
action plan offers sustainable solutions for the present number of carriers certified in the 
Republic of Moldova. 

The Commission considers therefore that, as long as the number of operators under 
regulatory oversight of the competent authorities of the Republic of Moldova is kept at 
present level , the measures taken by these authorit ies are sufficient to reinstate their 
capability to perform thei r surveillance responsibilities in accordance with the Chicago 
Convention .

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In order to verify that these measures provide for a sustainable solution of the 
deficiencies previously identified, the Commission intends to keep monitoring the 
implementation of the corrective action plan, and the Member States intend to verify 
systematically the effective com pliance with relevant safety standards through the 
prioritisation of ramp inspections to be carried out on aircraft of air carriers licensed by 
these authorities and to transmit the results of these inspections without delay to the 
.Commission. 

Let me also remind that the competent authorities of the Republic of Moldova have 
committed not to issue any further Air Operator's Certificates until satisfactory 
implementation of the corrective action plan and to consult for such purpose the 
Commission.
